From the Pastor’s Desk 
 

The Transfiguration of Jesus (Lk 9:28-36) 
      

 Jesus’ long and difficult journey to Jerusalem 
is broken by a wonderful experience on the 
mountaintop. Jesus, in the presence of the apostles 
Peter, James, and John undergoes a 
metamorphosis, a change of form, a 
transfiguration. He converses with Moses, the great 
lawgiver and Elijah, the great prophet– two 
prominent figures representing God’s Revelation: 
the Law and the Prophets. Then comes a voice: “This 
is my beloved Son.” 
 

 The Transfiguration is a reminder that Jesus’ 
suffering and glorification are intertwined, that “it 
was necessary that the Messiah should suffer and 
enter into His glory.” (Lk 24:36) Through His 
suffering, Jesus will lead the people out of their 
slavery to sin and death into the freedom of God’s 
children.  
 

 This foretaste of Christ’s glory, the 
Transfiguration, gave hope to the disciples when 
their Teacher and Master died on the cross. It was 
this Transfiguration which brought strength to them 
when it was their time to suffer and die. It is with 
that same hope that we should carry on our own 
struggles and our crosses. Under the guidance of 
Christ’s spirit, we shall not only overcome, but we 
will one day shine in glory as He did. 
 

 Let us pray that the Light on Mt. Tabor shine 
among us and in the people around us. By the lives 
we live, let us proclaim that Christ’s death was not 
useless.
